5. Do your best to attend all technology and professional education conferences and meeting assigned.
6. Represent CT-TSA at local chapter functions, civic organizations, legislative activities and those National TSA activities requiring CT-TSA participation.
7. Help prepare and conduct the CT-TSA Annual State Conference. There are many tasks involved with a successful State Conference and as a State Officer you are charged with the responsibilities of making sure these tasks are completed.
